Authentic Faith:  Putting Your Trust in God.
Checkpoint 1

Memory verse:  2 Timothy 3:14-17 

14 But as for you, continue in what you have learned and have become convinced of, because you know those from whom you learned it, 15 and how from infancy you have known the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. 16 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, 17 so that the servant of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.
Critical question:  Are you trusting God with the critical areas of your life?

Principle:   God can be trusted.  He will do all He has promised to do.

Spiritual Discipline:  Seeing with God’s Eyes.
Checkpoint 2

Memory verse:  Romans 12:2

2Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God's will is—his good, pleasing and perfect will.
Critical question:  Are you developing a consistent devotional and prayer life?

Principle:   When you see as God sees, you will do as God says.

Moral Boundaries:  Paving the Way for Intimacy.
Checkpoint 3

Memory verse:  Romans 6:12-14

12Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body so that you obey its evil desires. 13Do not offer the parts of your body to sin, as instruments of wickedness, but rather offer yourselves to God, as those who have been brought from death to life; and offer the parts of your body to him as instruments of righteousness. 14For sin shall not be your master, because you are not under law, but under grace.

Critical question:  Are you establishing and maintaining godly moral boundaries?

Principle:   Purity paves the way to intimacy.

Healthy Friendships:  Choosing Friends for Life.
Checkpoint 4

Memory verse:  John 15: 13-15

13Greater love has no one than this, that he lay down his life for his friends. 14You are my friends if you do what I command. 15I no longer call you servants, because a servant does not know his master's business. Instead, I have called you friends, for everything that I learned from my Father I have made known to you.
Critical question:  Are you establishing healthy friendships and avoiding unhealthy ones?

Principle:   Your friendships determine the direction and quality of your life.

Wise Choices:  Walking Wisely in a Fool’s World.
Checkpoint 5

Memory verse:  Ephesians 5:15-17

15Be very careful, then, how you live—not as unwise but as wise, 16making the most of every opportunity, because the days are evil. 17Therefore do not be foolish, but understand what the Lord's will is.

Critical question:  Are you making wise choices in every area of your life?

Principle:   Walk wisely.

Ultimate Authority:  Finding Freedom Under God.
Checkpoint 6

Memory verse:  Romans 13:1-2

1Everyone must submit himself to the governing authorities, for there is no authority except that which God has established. The authorities that exist have been established by God. 2Consequently, he who rebels against the authority is rebelling against what God has instituted, and those who do so will bring judgment on themselves.
Critical question:  Are you submitting to the authorities God has placed over you?

Principle:   Maximum freedom is found under God’s authority.

Others First:  Considering Others before Yourself
Checkpoint 7

Memory verse:  Philippians 2: 5-8

5Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus: 
 6Who, being in very nature God, 
      did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, 
 7but made himself nothing, 
      taking the very nature of a servant, 
      being made in human likeness. 
 8And being found in appearance as a man, 
      he humbled himself 
      and became obedient to death— 
         even death on a cross! 
Critical question:  Are you putting the needs of others ahead of your own?

Principle:   When you make yourself nothing, you’re really something.
